Tournament Rules  

  Welcome to the 1st Annual Red Oak Challenge

Eligibility 
All players on your roster must be registered at your high school. Players must meet all U.I.L requirements.   One copy will be provided to each coach.  Any team who violates the eligibility rule shall forfeit the game in which the ineligible player(s) has/have participated.  The team will also be subject to disqualification from the tournament and the forfeiture of all fees. 

Player's Equipment 
A.   Player's will not be allowed to participate if they are not in proper uniform (jersey, shorts stockings, proper approved shin guards and footwear).  The coach will be responsible to make sure players are properly equipped. 

B. Players wearing splints or casts of any type shall not be eligible to participate in any tournament game. 

Game Times 
Bracket games will be 30 minute halves with a 5 minute half time.   Final games will be 35 minute halves and five minute half time. 
Substitutions 
A team shall be permitted to use as many substitutes as is desired in any game (unlimited substitutions).  Substitutions may, with the referee's permission, be made on any "dead ball" (throw-in by your team, or at a throw-in when the other team is substituting, goal kick, half time, injury, after a goal is scored, after a yellow card is issued, corner kick). 

Tie-Breaker for Finals
In case of a tie in the finals we will follow UIL rules on the UIL shootout procedures.
Snack Bar/Field Marshals/first aid 
These will be located at the entrance to the fields. 
Home Teams/Uniforms 
The team listed first is designated the "home team" and is required to wear light color uniform and change uniform if there is a color conflict.  The away team must wear dark color.  The home team occupies the west or north side of the field.  Home team must supply three game balls. 

No protests will be allowed. 

Disputes: The tournament directors or his/her designee will settle all disputes and the decision will be final. 

PLAYER, COACH and SPECTATOR CONDUCT: All coaches are responsible for the conduct and behavior of their players, parents and friends at their site.  Poor sportsmanship, repeated fouls, verbal abuse and negative yelling will not be tolerated.
Red/Yellow Cards 
We will follow UIL procedures.
Rain 
Games will still be played if raining.  Referees have the right to postpone or cancel games.
